mountain side had a couple of old
lumber trails and we had FREEDOM
to stretch our adventurous spirits. Ah,
summer camp.....what’s not to like. It
was the OUTING in SCOUTING!

From those humble beginnings, the
men who understood how Scouting
was needed for our youth have con-
tinuously supported the improvements
to this great Scout reservation. Camp
Bashore has it.....facilities, staff, pro-
gram, and support.

Summer camp this year was an eventful
six weeks of maximum activity after a
week of staff training and camp set-up.
A summer total of nearly 1200 Scouts.

The remarkable and very capable staff
totaled 45, two-thirds of which were
Life or Eagle ranks. The senior staff of
older high-school and college students,
teachers and other adults total over 90
years of summer camp staff expetience.
The junior staff (counselors in training
and 1st and 20d year staffers) did an
outstanding job also. The staff at
Camp Bashore was as fine as any of the
best camps Scouting or otherwise,
anywhere! They believe in the Scout-
ing program and principles and have a

Spirit and enthusiasm and carried out
their responsibilities with maturity.
Camp staff work sure beats flipping
burgers or other menial summer jobs.
These lads can develop lesson plans,
instruct, devise and execute programs,
handle emergencies, communicate
effectively with adults and show young
Scouts the treasures of discovety, ad-
venture and fun.

Facilities, yes the camp is well equipped
and more improvements are on the
way. This year there is a new mainte-
nance building; freeing up the Scout
barn for a new training/conference/
meeting lower barn area. It contains
new toilet facilities, a kitchen area, a
laundry, and storage area off of the
meeting room. Outside is a rather
large roofed area replacing the old
upper deck. The upper barn has an

expanded trading post, a two bay climb-
ing wall facility reaching nearly to the
peak and it now looks out onto the
nicely landscaped plaza area with shaded
picnic tables and water fountain.

Our superb archery facility has an ex-
panded all weather roofed staging area
and a new tree strand range. The 3D
archery course is still extremely popular.
A new back drop atrow recovery net is
is place also (few overshot lost arrows).

The rifle range has a new backstop to
catch and reclaim lead bullets (30,000
plus rounds per season).

On the waterfront three new sailboats
were added to the fleet for a total of
eight, in addition to all the kayaks, ca-
noes, and rowboats out on the lake
every day. It is a very busy aquatics
program with all the merit badge instruc-
tion and program and troop swims.

The O.8.S.; or OUTDOOR SCOUT-
ING SKILLS, area was always crawling
with scouts practicing their new fire-
building, camp cooking, rope tying and
lashing techniques.

The Blue Mountain Man expetience for
first year campers that concentrates on
Tenderfoot, 20d and, 15t class require-
ments, and builds that special patrol
Scouting spirit and fun was again the
most exciting time for the young Scouts.
