Peter E. Hyman will
be our guest speaker
at the 2008 Gathering
of Lebanon County
Eagles. Peter Hyman
or, better Rabbi
Hyman, serves as the
congregational leader
of the Shalom Tem-
ple in Broomall, PA.
Rabbi Hyman made
his first trip to Boy
Scout summer camp
when he was two
years old. His father
served as the scout-
master for a troop,
which included spe-
cial needs children.
He was ready for
scouts when he was
11 years old. Rabbi
Hyman eventually
earned the rank of
Eagle Scout and was
selected as a vigil

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ion Canal Tunnel. This very
unique historical spot has
been preserved into a 110
acre park of meadows and
woods surrounding the old-
est transportation tunnel in
the United States and 5/8
mile of watered canal. The
tunnel, designated a Na-
tional Historic Landmark
was completed in 1827 and
was in operation until 1885.
It is the oldest transportation
tunnel in America.

Interestingly, from the in-
ception of restoration and
development efforts to date
there have been more than
20 candidates for the Eagle
rank who have completed
their community service re-
quirements doing substantial
projects at the park and their
efforts continue to support
this interesting historical and
mark.

The Union Canal, proposed
by William Penn in 1692
was to open up a second
settlement in the interior of
the Commonwealth linking
the Delaware River at Phila-
delphia to the Susquehanna
River below Harris-
burg. This park is owned
and administered by the
Lebanon County Historical
Society.

Lutheran Church is still avail-
able in limited supply.
